	Adverse impact may be apparent if there is evidence that a proposed program would create a lack of students in the same program offered at a nearby community college and would create a surplus of program completers that exceeds the job openings for graduates.  An adverse impact finding requires a preponderance of evidence that a proposed new program would cause detrimental duplication or significant adverse impact and that there is no proven unmet workforce need for the program.”  (From Procedures to Resolve Claims of Detrimental Duplication and Adverse Impact Between Community Colleges, approved by the State Board of Education, June, 2004.)

	It is the responsibility of the responding college to provide evidence of adverse impact.  The three key issues from the definition that must be addressed through this process are included below.  To initiate the resolution process, you must provide introductory information for each item.  Limit your responses to no more than 300 words each and use this form only.  Do not provide web links or include additional documents.  Later in the steps of the process, you will be asked to provide detailed evidence for each of these items and respond to questions.
